This public meeting on May 14, 2024 is where residents, business owners and developers can share their 
input in support of or against development charges based on Development Charges Background Study and 
related By-Law as per the staff report to the Finance & Administration Committee on April 23, 2024 and 
available for review on the City’s website.

Notification of this meeting were also included on the City’s website, Citizen Service Centres as well as 
a recent Development Liaison Advisory Committee (DLAC) meeting along with previous staff report on April
